Ход урока.
1. Организационный момент

Teacher (T): Good morning, my friends! Your homework for today's lesson was to work in groups and to make a project, "Welcome to London". I hope you were friend​ly and helpful while you were working on this project. And I hope the results will be excellent. You should be very attentive to​day and at the end of the lesson you will have to fill in the blanks in the "London. Sightseeing" quiz.

2. A group of Russian tourists (RT) is in London for the first time. They want to see the most famous sights of London. This gen​tleman is a group leader (GL). And that one is a correspondent (C). He always asks many questions. And these ladies and gen​tlemen are guides (G) from the London Tourist Information Office. This gentleman is a director (D) of the office. And I am a Russian tourist too. And now you should present your project. I think we'll start with a visit to the London Tourist Information Office. Let's begin.

GL: Good morning!

D: Good morning! Can I help you?

GL: I am the leader of a group of Rus​sian tourists. We are in London for the first time and we'd like to see famous London sights. What could you suggest?

D: I can suggest a double-decker bus tour about London and a boat tour along the Thames from Tower Bridge to the Houses of Parliament. Which of these tours would you prefer?

GL: I think we'll go on both tours. And we'd like to start with the boat trip along the Thames.

D: That's OK. Here you can see some leaflets about the most famous London sights.

GL: Thanks a lot.

G1: Dear guests! You are welcome on board. As you know, London stands on river Thames. London, the capital of С Britain, is a very old city. It is two thousand years old. Many years ago London was a small town on the Thames. Now London is a big port and a beautiful city with large squares and parks. About seven million peo​ple live here. London is one of the biggest cities in the world. The Thames is not a long river. It is three hundred and thirty kilometres long and it flows into the sea. The English people call it "The Father of London". London began on the Thames. When we go on a boat up the Thames we pass under Tower Bridge, London Bridge and others.

G2: And now we start our tour from Tower Bridge. Tower Bridge is the only Thames bridge which can be raised. The road over the bridge is built on two central sections; they open two or three times a week to let ships through. Up the bridge there are walk​ways with good views of London.

On the right bank of the Thames you can see the Tower of London. The Tower of London is a very old building. It is nine hundred years old. In the early days of the history of England the English kings lived here. Then it was a prison where many people died. Black ravens had much food near the walls of the Tower in those years. Black ravens live outside the Tower now. The English people like them very much. A man looks after the ravens and gives them food in the morning and in the evening. The Tower of London is a muse​um now. The walls of the Tower are five metres thick. In the museum you can see many old guns. At ten o'clock every evening the guards lock the big doors of the Tower for the night.

G3: Now we are coming to London Bridge. It is two thousand years old. The first bridge was wooden. Then people built a bridge of stone and called it London Bridge. There were houses and shops on it and people paid money when they crossed the bridge. In 1831 a new bridge rose in the place of the old But the city grew very quickly and in I960 the people of London wanted to build a large new bridge at that place. A very rich American bought the old London Bridge. The American brought the parts of the bridge on a ship to Arizona in the USA. In 1973 new London Bridge was opened on the site of the old bridge over the Thames.

C: Excuse me. I've got a question. Why did that rich American buy the old London bridge?

G3: He wanted to show it to people for

C: Thanks a lot.

G4:Here we can get off the boat to visit St. Paul's Cathedral. St. Paul's Cathedral is the greatest work of England's greatest architect Sir Christopher Wren. The Cathe​dral was begun in 1675 and was finished only in 1710. The Cathedral is second in size only to St. Peter's in Rome. Christo​pher Wren was buried there.

G5: And now we are making our way up the Thames to the Houses of Parliament. The Houses of Parliament are the seat of the British government. There is the Clock Tower and the clock in the Houses of Par​liament. The clock has four faces and a very big loud bell. The bell weighs 13 tons. The Clock Tower is 318 feet high. The clock's face is 23 feet wide. The minute hand is 14 feet long. The hour hand is 9 feet long. The man in charge of building was Sir Benjamin Hall. This man was very tall and the work​ers and his friends called him Big Ben. So they called the bell Big Ben too.

G1: Dear guests! Our boat tour is over. I hope you liked it. And now we can take a double-decker bus to make our second tour.

G1: We start our bus tour from Covent Garden. It was a big fruit and vegetable market. It is now a tourist shopping centre with cafes and restaurants. If you are hun​gry you can go to a cafe to have lunch.

RT3: Yes, certainly.

RT3: Can you show me some films, please?

Assistant (A): Colour or black and white?

RT3: Colour.

A: Slides or prints?

RT3: Slides, please. It's rather expensive. Have you got anything cheaper?

A: Have a look at this one. It's cheaper but not as good as that one.
RT3: I’d like this one. Goolbye.
 A: You are welcome. Goodbye. 
G2: Now we are coming to Trafalgar Square. Trafalgar Square is in the centre of the West End of London. Trafalgar Square commemorates Nelson's victory at the battle of Trafalgar in which he was fatally wound​ed. Trafalgar Square was designed between 1829 and 1840 with Nelson's Column as a centrepiece. The column is over 170 feet high with the statue of Nelson. Nelson's statue is over 16 feet high, about three times his real height. The statue shows Nelson with one arm and one eye. He lost them in the battle. The bronze bas-relief at the foot of the column, made from the same metal, represents Nelson's four great victories. The four bronze lions at the base were added in 1867. Today it is a place where people meet, and it is famous for political demonstra​tions.

C: Excuse me. What do the four lions symbolize?

G2: They symbolize Nelson's four victo​ries.

C: Thanks a lot.

G2: On the north side of Trafalgar Square there is the National Gallery. It houses one of the finest art collections in the world. It includes paintings of the British, Italian, Spanish, French, Dutch, Flemish and other famous schools.

G3: There are a lot of parks and gardens in London. In Regent's Park there is Lon​don Zoo. It is one of the biggest zoos in the world. Today there are more than 8,000 animals in the Zoo. There are elephants, giraffes, lions, tigers, foxes, and monkeys there. There are also many birds in the Zoo. The elephants have the biggest appe​tite. An elephant's daily rations consist of hay, grass, cabbages, carrots, apples, pota​toes, bread, vitamins, minerals and 100 li​tres of water.

C: Which animals are the biggest in the Zoo?

G3: The biggest animals are giraffes, ele​phants, and rhinos.
 C: What birds live in London Zoo? 
G3: There are parrots, pelicans, ducks, eagles and many others. 
C: Thank you.
G4: We are coming now to Westminster Abbey. Westminster Abbey is a historic building. It is a royal church. Here you can see the tombs of many British kings and queens and other famous people, and the beautiful Henry VII Chapel. The Abbey was founded in the 11th century. Many of Great Britain’s famous men are buried in Westminster Abbey.

G5: Now we are at Buckingham Palace. It is the London home of the Queen. When the flag is flying on the top she is at home. The ceremony of the Changing of the Guard at Buckingham Palace is a great tourist at​traction. It takes place daily at 11:30 a. m. and lasts half an hour. To the sounds of music the guardsmen in their traditional bearskins arrive and give the palace keys to another group.

C: How many rooms are there in the Pa​lace?

G5: There are 600 rooms. 
C: Does the Queen's family also live at the Palace?

G5:  The Queen and Prince Philip stay at the Palace on weekdays. 
C: Thank you.

G1: And now we are coming to Hyde Park. It is the largest park in the West End of London. In the 19th century it became a popular place for public meetings. The park has Speakers' Comer where anyone can make a speech about anything they want. It is a very democratic park.

G2: I welcome you to the British Muse​um. The British Museum has one of the largest libraries in the world. There are more than six million books in the library. You can see beautifully illustrated old manu​scripts which they keep in glass cases. In the reading-room of the British Museum many famous men have read and studied. Charles Dickens, a very popular English writer and author of "David Copperfield", "Oliver Twist", "Dombey and Son" and other books, spent a lot of time in the Bri​tish Museum library. At present the library has modern electronic equipment, so the reader does not have to wait long to re​ceive the material he needs.

G3:  We are now on Piccadilly Circus. It is a square in the central part of London. In the square you can see people of many nationalities. Piccadilly Circus is the meet​ing-point of six streets. London's famous restaurants and best-known theatres and cinemas are on Piccadilly Circus. I wel​come you to the Royal Theatre. You can watch a scene from the play "A Terrible Situation". (The scene is acted out by the older pupils.)
